Born in Portsmouth in December 1930, Roger was one of three brothers with twins Trevor and
David.

David Horry had two successful but highly distinctive careers, and one often irritating hobby.

First, he was a leading creative adman 8 oneoft he f abl e dd dwraidmg nBr i t ai
age of advertising, the 1970s and 1980s. An undisciplined, dishevelled maverick always known

to his colleagues as Horry rather than David, he was arguably the maddest of them all.

Second, and a little incongruously, he was also a world-renowned philatelist, writing several
seminal and authoritative books on the subject, notably on stamps of the British Empire.

Third, he was known as an inveterate practical joker. And he once said that he considered his
pranks, mostly against long-suffering colleagues, as his greatest achievements.

As a creative director or art director, Horry worked for mostoft he UK&és top ad ag
Lowe Howard-Spink, Saatchi & Saatchi and, the company where he spent most of his career,
Collett Dickenson Pearce.

For CDP he helped to create many of the memorable Hamlet cigar ads, to the musical backdrop

of B aAr tndhe G String.

and even Victorian sugar-crushers.

Philately was probably the only subject in life that Horry took seriously. A member of the Royal
Philatelic Society, he was a regular contributor to the British Caribbean Philatelic Journal
because of his lifelong interest in stamps and postmarks of Commonwealth countries during the
reign of King George VI. He also produced three serious books on postmarks, namely The
Encyclopaedia of British West Indies Postmarks: King George VI (2007) and The Encyclopaedia
of British West Indies Postmarks: Queen Elizabeth 1l Coronation 8 Independence (2015), both
now highly respected among philatelists worldwide.

According to Stanton: AHe also did significant@ r
postmarks which led him to believe that the post office structure in some colonies was used by

the security services for surveillance, particularly in the Caribbean, initially for countering German

infiltration and later, post-Second World War, to combat communism in conjunction withthe U S .

In later life, Horry also researched deeply into his family history, particularly of his maternal

grandfather, Hedley Adams Mobbs, who he believed was actively involved in some of these post

office intelligence-related activities.

In the golden age of UK advertising, Horry was not just different. According to colleagues, he was
a rebel 8 outrageous, disruptive and yet always emerging as much loved by those who worked
with him. His practical jokes were legendary.

At CDP, while a colleague was off for the weekend, he plastered over the door to his office and
painted it white. Horry then filmed as the colleague returned and walked around trying to find his
office.

Another time, after having a couple of days off to have his tonsils removed, Horry turned up at his

David Stuart Horry was born in 1949, in the ancient village of Wyberton, near Boston,

Lincolnshire, with a twin brother, Peter. His father, Leslie, was a bank manager, and his mother,
Dorothy (n®e Mobbs), was a housewife. He atte
Lincolnshire, and completed his education at Stockport College, Greater Manchester.

While still at school, he became fascinated by the life of Hedley Adams Mobbs, whom he knew
until the latter died in 1970. As Horry liked to tell anyone who would listen, his grandfather had
served in the Royal Flying Corps, predecessor of the RAF, in the First World War, became a
leading architect in Lincolnshire, won awards as a crack shot at rifle competitions, played on the
left wing for Cambridge Town football club and was a gifted ragtime pianist. He also kept bees,
invented possibly the first device to dip car headlights, worked as a cartoonist for the satirical
magazine Punch and helped to find homes for Czechoslovakian Jewish children who fled the
Nazis as part of the Kindertransport scheme.

Mobbs was also a postage stamp designer and an adviser in the formation of the royal stamp
collection. It was he who instilled in young David a passion for philately.

Horry was 20 when he got his first job in advgd{
Baker Street, London, office of the great American agency Doyle Dane Bernbach in 1971. He
would remain a mad adman for the rest of his life.

He was thrice married, first to Alison Spink, second to Sarah Hallatt and third to Li Jin (known as
Lilian). His three children from his first marriage are Toby, a marketing director, Jack, a manager

at a video technology company, and Charl ott e,
more grown up than me. 0

He moved to the Far East in 1996 for Saatchi & Saatchi and worked in Hong Kong, Singapore
and Bangkok before settling in Shanghai, where he married Lilian two years later.
