Use Sociology Review magazines which can be borrowed from Miss Stanley
in H6. Some students also prescribe to this magazine at the beginning of the
academic year. This is a great way to discover new Sociology theories and
research based around the A Level course.

Create revision resources for parts of the course that have already been
completed for Year 1 and Year 2.

Using resources from Year 1 and Year 2 to complete past example exam
questions on a regular basis.

Creating vocabulary lists and glossaries to summarise key aspects.

Use video clips/documentaries etc. to further develop knowledge /
understanding on topics.
