As someone who likes to be
prepared for exams, it was scary to realise that there are actually very minimal amounts ol
resources online that will help you to prepare for this exam. My advice for anyone in a sim
position would be to do the limited practise papers that are available to get you used to the
way that the test will work and to ensure that you have kept up to date with recent events i
the news as they can often have influence on the topics for the essay questions. Although
can only speak from experience for the LNAT, | believe this is similar with other admission
tests. In fact, | believe that for some of the medicine admissions tests there are much mort
resources online and, in that case, | would strongly urge you to be as prepared as possible
your test as | cannot stress enough the importance of having a strong score on your
admissions test. My top tip would also be to do the test as early as possible as this period
can be incredibly busy, and you will not want to be distracted with other priorities. Another
part of the admissions process was the interview which was equally intimidating. Again, | (
only speak from my experience, but preparing for an interview of this nature is incredibly
challenging and the best way to approach them truly is to be yourself and stick to your gut
They are looking to see how you respond to pressure so the interview will quite often not [
chatty and friendly in the way a job interview can sometimes be. Just remain calm and
remember that even getting an interview is a massive achievement and therefore you are

Understandably this threw a huge spanner in the works for my career progression as | was unable to continue
with any flight training for the foreseeable future. | was now living back at home, and later on in 2020 | got a job
locally to earn some money whilst waiting for training to resume. At my job I quickly received a promotion to the
role of shift manager, which, although by no means was what | wanted to detéomg did afford me the

opportunity to develop lots of realvorld experience of teamwork, leadership, and generally open my eyes to a
life outside of school and flight training.

Following two years in that job, | handed in my notice, and in November of 2022 | restarted my career by renting
a light aircraft over the winter and flying all over the country with friends and family, building hours and
experience required for the next step.
